It considers all representations from parents regarding the uniform policy and 

liaises with the Headteacher to ensure that the policy is implemented fairly and with 

sensitivity. It is the governors’ responsibility to ensure that the school uniform meets 

all regulations concerning equal opportunities. Governors ensure that the school 

Uniform Policy enables children to dress sensibly, in clothing that is hardwearing, safe 

and practical.
